The Co llege has always bel ieved that boarding school life has a 

g reat many advantages to offer boys, particularly at the College where 
9xtens ive fac ili t ies and arrangements provide completely for the welfare 
of e very boarder. A boy who becomes a boarder benefits from the 
availab ili ty of staff when academ ic problems arise beyond normal school 
hou rs and he has extens ive access to the resources of the new school 
li brary.

Initial construction of the new 'Warr inn ' 
boarding house build ing was delayed to 
some extent by abnormally wet conditions 
when work commenced. 

The building has now prog ressed to the 
stage where much of the work can be 
done under cover. It is expected that the 
i:,uilding will be ready fo r use at the com­
mencement of the 1975 school year. 

Messrs. McGlashan and Everist, Archi ­
tects. designed the buildings and construc­
tIOn is in the hands of Len Bell Pty. Ltd., 

Builders.

In its desire to provide as far as pos­
sib le a home away from home for boarders 
the College has now produced what it 
believes to be an adequate answer in the 
new two-storeyed units of the 'Warrinn ' 
development designed for living accom­
modation of a more intimate kind than 
dorm itories aHord. The new buildings 
oHer both privacy and fellowship with other 
members of a boarding house family. 

The disposition of the new units will 
make possible a way of life for boys and 
Housemasters in which supervision and 
pastoral oversight will become simpler, 
more spontaneous and akin to that usually 
associated with the family unit. 

Wider opportun ities are here presented 
for ind ividuals to surround themselves with 
an environment according to individual 
taste and to relax in congenial surround­
ings. 

Human beings welcome a change of 
scene, or comoany, or surroundings dif­
ferent from the constant and competitive 
environment of the everyday commitment. 
There are times when we all prefer to be 
alone and unobserved or to have around 
us our personal possessions according to 
our personal preferences, and the new 
'Warrinn ' is designed to enable the more 
senior College boarders to have such ad­
vantages. 



THE • W ARRINIV COMPLEX 
(arch itectu rall y speakin g) 

The ori ginal 'Mossgiel ' res idence in 
o ble Street was acqu ired by the Co llege 

in the early 1960's to prov ide add it ional 
space for 'Warrinn ' boarders. At a later 
stage a large adjacent b lock without street 
front age became available and finally, in 
1973. another house on ob le Street was 
purchased whi ch comp leted aU-shaped 
site and pro ided a Housemaster's resi­
dence. 

The group of buildings nearing com­
pletion represents a un ique concept in 
boarding accom modation des ign. Six 
units are assoc iated in a town house group­
ing whi ch open onto a she l ered court­
yard. The adjacent garden is re lated to 
the exi stin g ho use and recreat ion rooms 
and will be landscaped for out-door living. 

The resulti ng atti c type des ign and the 
use of natural materials have proved to be 
economical and should resu lt in a minimum 
of maintenance. 

'Old Geelong ' hand-made bricks, as 
used in th e origin al 1871 Co llege bu ild ing, 
have been gath ered from wrecked bu i ld­
ings over th e years and have been c leaned 
and re-used form ing an attract ive muted 
background both internally and externa lly. 

Each unit varies in acco mmodation, 
aspect and form . This should enco urage 
the individuality of the residents in devel­
op ing their own surroundings. The units 
wi ll be linked at first floor level to si mp lify 
supervision and intercommunicat ion and to 
provide alternat ive means of escape. The 
total complex emphasises a homely rather 
than institutional atmosphere. 

Special accommodation wi ll be prov ided 
fo r resident masters and sen ior boys and 
the bas ic accommodation of study-bed­
rooms wi ll be either singles or in twos and 
threes. Each unit has its own stairway 
and is p lanned at different leve ls to take 
advantage of the internal roof space. Each 
un it has a common area w ith snack facil ­
it ies wh ich form a focal po int for the res i­
dents. 

Exposed oregon structural ti mber and 
western red cedar joinery combine with 
the bricks and the straw acoustic ceiling 
to provide a restricted range of materials. 

Traffic areas will be paved in brick and 
the remaining flooring will be carpeted. 

There is space available on the site for 
future expansion and a tennis court will 
comp lete the development.

He returned to Aust ralia and has spent th e 
past ten years at The King's Schoo l, Par­
ramatta. For most of th at decade he 
coached the 1 st XI and was also the 
foun dation Housemaster of one of the 
board ing houses. 

He and his wife have moved into the 
house formerly occupied by th e Davey 
famil y.

The operation has a very 
Signific ant labour content, in fact it may 
be called a ' labour intensive' industry. Any 
movement, however slight, in the salaries/ 
wages oattern tends to have a more serious 
eHect th an on industries of the manufactu r­
ing type with high total costs for materials 
and low total costs for labour in the ulti­
mate production costs.

(d) a phys ical education display with ex­
planation of the programme of phys­
ical education conducted at the Col­
lege. 

There are approximately one-hundred 
and forty on the College staff of whom 
some 50% represent academic or academ­
ic su pport staff, the balance being service 
staff, i.e. maintenance, grounds, cleaners, 
catering /domestic, administration and 
house-matrons. 

Actual salaries/wages paid represent 
about 71.5% of total expenditure. Add 
the cost of long-service leave and super­
annuation and the figure exceeds 80% 
which is more than one million dollars for 
the current year.

One of the thin~s which impressed 
Ford most when visit in g cattl e ranches in 
the U.S.A. was the tremendous size of the 
feed-lots , which hold up to one-hundred 
thousand each. It was stated that, due to 
the world depression in beef prices, some 
of these larger feed-lots are losing up to 
five million dollars every th ree months. 

These were the agricultural and stock 
highlights. The ruins in Rome, the manu­
facturing cities of Germany, the sights of 
London and the mysteries of the East, 
which included a cock-fight in Bangkok, 
provided recreational relief to an intensive 
tour of immense interest and value .
