MONEY TALK 
The OGCA, like the individual , is nowa­

days concerned about ever-increasing 
costs, and , st ill like the ind ividual , needs 
an income - which, in this case, can 
come only from finan cial memberships. 

As an example, the cost of mailing -
just mailing - th is issue of Ad Astra is 
about $ 1200. The recent postage jump 
added $200. The Association has been 
sen ding Ad Astra to all 5000 OGCs, but it 
may soon have to consider limiting its 
coverage and adopt ing a selective mailing 
list. 

It should be c lear to all that a Life 
Membership taken out in 1930 at $1 0 .50 
(five gu ineas) , or in 1960 at $2 1 (ten 
guineas), is now, through nobody's fault , 
of minimal value to the Association. 
Real isi ng th is, and without being told , 
som e wiser senior (financ ial) members 
have lately made ex gratia contributions 
toward s expenses. And the joining rate 
among present day leavers is heartening . 

But scattered through the years the re 
are OGCs who have never yet come to 
the po int of giving rea listic support. And 
there is st ill a large number of potential 
members among those who left schoo l in 
th e years 1963-78 (inc lusive), w hen 
financ ial membership was waived in 
favour of contributions to the Geelong 
College Building Fund - which brought 
excellent results for th e College but was 
to the finan c ial disadvantage of t he 
OGCA. 
Now Is a good time to become a fi nancial member.

AT THE COLLEGE 
CHAIRMAN OF COUNCIL

When Mr. Geoff Neilson retired as 
Chairman of the College Council last 
Ju ly, he was succeeded by Mr. Garnet S. 
Fielding LL.B., who is the sixth occupant 
of this important pos ition since College 
entered the A.P.S. in 1908. 

Mr. Fielding joined the Council in 1979 
and became Deputy Chairman in 1980. 
He is aged 46 and married, with three 
children: his two sons are Old Geelong 
Collegians, and his daughter has just 
completed a two-year term on th e 
College teach ing staff. 

Educated at Scotch College and 
Ormond College, Mr. Fielding took his 
law degree in 1956, s ince when he has 
practised as a partner of the firm of Messrs 
Whyte, Just & Moore, Geelong. Away 
from work, his interests embrace th e 
Australian outdoors and the Italian cul­
ture: he speaks Italian, has travell ed 
extensively in Italy, and is President of 
the Dante Society of Geelong. 

In 1977 the President of Italy conferred 
on Mr. Fielding a Knighthood of the 
Italian Order of Merit in recogn ition of his 
work among Italian migrants in Geelong. 

ENDOWMENT 

The Council is cont inuing steady develop­
ment of The Geelong College Endowment 
Fund, the objects of which were set out in Ad 
Astra in June 1980. Since then th e corpus of 
the Fund has grown from $83,000 to about 
$183,000, and th e Council desires to increase 
this to at least $1 ,000,000 during the next few 
years. 

Gifts to the Fu nd may take different forms, 
e.g. legacies or property trusts leaving the 
College as ult imate beneficiary. Gifts at present 
are not tax deductible for income purposes 
despite many submiss ions to the Common­
wealth Government requestiny that th ey be 
granted the same considerat ion as gifts to 
universities and other such institutions.

MRS. PAT WOOD 

Sadly, most good things come to an 
end, and it is with regret that Collegians, 
past and presen t, learn that Mrs. Pat 
Wood is retiring from the College staff at 
the end of t his year. 

In 1959 Mrs. Wood was appoi nted part ­
time li bra rian of the George Morrison 
Memorial Li brary. Very soon she was 
persuaded to accept fu ll-t ime appoint­
ment an d proceeded to transform and 
develop t he old li brary into the modern 
facility, a focal poi nt of College li fe, which 
it is today. Mrs. Wood's knowledge and 
appreciat ion of lit erature, her enthus­
iasm and administ rat ive abi lity , together 
wit h her warm, fr iendly personal ity, 
enabled her to inspire her assistants, 
successive Li brary Councils and the 
College authorities to support and ass ist 
her in her notab le achievement of build­
ing up the f ine Resource Centre which 
the library has become. She attracted 
an d encouraged students by her 
approachable and sympathetic attitude, 
with t he result that the library is now a 
fri endly, happy place attract ive to stud­
ents, wh ile sti ll a well-regulated area for 
stu dy as a result of her firm control. 

Mrs. Wood was the first lady on the 
Senior Schoo l staH and soon gained 
acceptance as a most welcome member 
of the Common Room. As a pioneer, she 
blazed a tra il in that wasteland of male 
monopoly wh ich has made th e advent of 
other lad ies to the staff much more 
pleasant for them . Her advice and in­
fluence have been invaluable also in the 
smooth introduction of co-education to 
the Coll ege since 1975.
